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Read This First - AiA Roadshow Curriculum Materials



This “virtual notebook” contains the training curricula for ACRL’s "Assessment in Action: Demonstrating and Communicating Library Contributions to Student Learning and Success" one-day licensed workshop (http://www.ala.org/acrl/aiaroadshow). The curriculum was developed by Lisa Janicke Hinchliffe (coordinator), Karen Brown, Debra Gilchrist, Sara Lowe, Eric Resnis, Melanie Sellar, and Brandy Whitlock in 2016-2017. 

There is a Powerpoint file that contains all of the required and optional slides for the workshop. In preparing to present a workshop, presenters should review the optional slides (e.g., use of Mentimeter or other polling options) and customize the slides as appropriate to the particular setting. 

There is a folder of handouts. The files names of each handout start with a number that represents the order they are used in the workshop. For each workshop, the agenda will need to be customized. Further customizations may also be desired based on the composition of a particular workshop (e.g., in a workshop aimed at instruction librarians, emphasis may be placed on the information literacy examples, whereas for a more heterogeneous audience a variety of examples is advisable).  The handouts should then be compiled into a packet and stapled together for distribution. 
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
